 on the lure and not bother the other dogs

_____ Handler can safely restrain the dog in the presence of the lure

_____ Dog will let itself be restrained, chase lure down course, over and 
through obstacles and turns, and let itself be caught and held 

_____ Dog will remain under the handler’s control at all times:  it is 
expected and hoped that the dog will get excited about the lure, but 
the dog should not become so excited that it “turns” on (tries to bite) another dog or the person holding it
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
