Dock Diving:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
___
dog can swim (puppy paddler)
___
dog will come on cue from the water (beach buddies)

___
dog can retrieve a water toy
___
handler gets dog to jump for toy on land 

___
handler gets dog to leap for toy with dog landing in shallow water
___
handler has dog sit-stay, 5 feet from shore to jump for toy & land in water
___
handler leaves dog further back and does as above
___
handler holds toy or object higher and does as above
___
Handler tosses toy from side of the dock to have the dog jump into shallow water

___
Handler tosses toy from side of the dock to have the dog jump into deeper water

___
handler tosses toy from end of dock just a short distance (no stay)
___
handler starts dog 5’ from end of dock and tosses toy a little further  

___
dog can be left on a sit-stay further back, and will wait for release word

___
     handler will work to get dog’s take-off point close to the end of the dock
___
handler understands how to condition his dog for this sport

___
dog will swim to an exit ladder and climb out of a pool as directed by owner  

___
handler can set dog at his starting point in a sit-stay, walk to the end of the dock to throw the object, dog will wait on cue and start on cue, taking off from the end of the dock and jump into the water and retrieve the toy.

handler understands basic safety concerns and the rules for competition as outlined by Dock Dogs or other recognized dog diving organization with standardized rules.
