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This drill can be performed by anywhere from 5 to 30 dog/handler teams.  Split numbers evenly, but no more than 10 per line.  

Music:  St. Louis Blues March                                   Time:   2:58 minutes

The drill will begin with the teams in straight lines.  Lines should be about 8’ apart and the teams in each line should be about 4’ apart.  Dogs will start in a down position with the handler standing on the right side.  

Handlers will step over dogs into heel position, have dog sit, walk around dog once.  Line will move forward together for 8 counts (8 steps).

Halt, have dog Sit Stay, Walk around dog stopping in front and turn back to dog.  Zap with dog returning to heel position.  Reverse.

Forward in straight line for 8 steps.

Halt, pivot left and sit dogs.

The last team in line will weave through the other teams and as they pass the first team will turn to the right and begin a new line about 4’ away facing the opposite direction.  The other teams shall follow in domino style until all teams have weaved through and are now standing in the new line. Alternative:  Only one or two teams weave.

As the last team gets in line all handlers shall move their right leg to the right about 1 foot thus creating a tunnel.  Beginning from the end of the line, each dog will tunnel through the line, turning to the right as they exit and forming a line about 4’ away in the line’s original position.  As the last team takes its place, all teams should pivot left.  Alternative: have only one or two dogs tunnel.

Forward in straight line for 8 steps.

Halt, all dogs do Figure 8 2 times.

Forward in straight line for 8 steps, reverse and halt.

May repeat weaving and tunneling if time permits.

Down dogs, walk once around dog, step over them onto their right side, Salute.
