Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
First Aid Badge
This badge shows that the handler has learned basic first aid for dogs, and that he has taught the dog to lie still for treatment, accept bandaging, muzzling, rectal thermometer check, pulse rate, capillary refill time, and other routine care.
Dog Requirements:  Dog will allow him to be muzzled, transported, bandaged, and allow various procedures done to check vital signs.
Owner Requirements:  Owner must demonstrate taking his dog’s temp, heart rate, respiration, and capillary refill time.  Owner must know vital signs of average dog, and must know vital signs of his own dog, as taken.  Owner must demonstrate transportation of injured dog and muzzling of dog for safety.  Owner must know basic first aid and bandaging techniques, and what to do for emergency medical care.  Owner must know how to make and use a muzzle made of a nylon stocking.
Equipment Needed:  Muzzles, quickie muzzles, or material from which emergency muzzles can be fabricated; Thermometer (digital); KY Jelly; Bandages, Tape, Vet Wrap, Splints; Alcohol swabs for sterilizing thermometer before and after use.  Optional:  Rug for demonstrating two-person transport, Stethoscope.

Allowable: 

Demonstration of any of the acceptable kinds of transport (two-person transport can be used if dog is too big for owner to transport).
Working with a buddy and taking turns demonstrating the required tasks.
