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ARRIVAL AT THE SCENE

Observe
- Assess safety of location
- Call for assistance. Do notcall 911. Call vet, animal shelter, humane society.
- Watch animal behavior.

Approach
- Avoid direct eye contact
- Use soft soothing voice.
- Use indirect sight.
- Permit animal to smell back of hand.

Capture
- Leash can be used
- Towel tossed over the animal.
- Use a box for cat or small dogs.
- Protect animal until help comes.

Muzzle
Use with caution. Dangerous if vomiting, coughing or difficulty breathing present.
- Types of muzzles.
- Homemade muzzle.

Restrain animal.
- Can use headlock
- Lying on side.
Scruff and sit (cat)

Choose the appropriate restraint, after assessing the extent & location of injuries.

Transportation
- Small dog or cat. Cradle in hands & arms. Can use a box.
- Med - large dog. Arm under & around neck. Cup other arm behind hind legs (abd
injury) or cup arm under belly (hind leg injury).

RECOGNIZING AN EMERGENCY
The following are examples of an emergency situation.
- Trauma, car accident, gunshot wound etc.
- Difficulty breathing.
- Seizures, seizures lasting more than two minutes & repeating seizures.
- Cuts & gashes that cause internal organs to be exposed or fall out.
- Excessive bleeding, spurting or prolonged.
- Heat stroke (hyperthermia) & hypothermia.
- Poisoning
- Shock
- Open wounds with visible bone or sever tissue damage.
