Hiking:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.

Dog will walk on a loose leash 

___
Dog will walk on a 20 foot line and instantly return to handler on cue 

___
Dog will walk with handler off leash

___
Dog will immediately return to owner off leash 

___
Dog has an instant recall in the presence of distractions

___
Dog will perform “leave it” off leash with tempting food, toy or 


wildlife (whichever the dog wants most)
___
Dog can be prevented from chasing wildlife with a verbal cue
___
Dog does not have to heel, but must stay in the vicinity of and within sight of the handler

___
Handler demonstrates responsible dog parenting on the trail 

and cleans up after the dog
___
Handler carries at least 3 baggies so he/she is prepared to 

clean up after the dog

___
Dog must be able to safely meet a friendly stranger and a 

friendly dog
___
Handler must be able to identify and locate poison ivy and other dangerous plants
___
Handler knows when dog should be put back on leash for safety reasons 
___
Handler and dog have completed a minimum of 6 miles of hiking, mostly off leash, including the 3-mile checkout
