IMPROV Obedience: 

The goal is a dog that is very versatile and helpful because of all the training he or she has had which gives the handler the ability to direct and control the actions of the dog. This may be a competition; however, for the badge the following criteria must be met:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
____ Handler understands concept of IMPROV Obedience 

____ Dog is willing to come in contact with unfamiliar objects, OR handler is 
able to get dog to come in contact with unfamiliar objects

____ Dog attempts to do as asked with determination and continued focus, 
when confronted with unusual requests, OR handler is able to get the dog to perform new and novel behaviors 

____ Handler and dog can work together as a team to accomplish a goal 

____ Handler is able to perform "lateral thinking" to solve a problem 

____ Dog can be controlled at least 10’ from the handler 

____ Handler can have the dog respond in a "non-pattern-trained" manner 

____ Dog will retrieve an unfamiliar object when thrown 

____ Dog will retrieve 3 objects of any type placed on the ground by 

another person.  Objects should be unusual and/or unwieldy
____ Dog will deliver an object to somewhere other than the owner's hand 

____ Dog will release object over a basket or container

____ Dog will place an object in a location or container designated by handler 

____ Dog will travel 10 feet in the general direction indicated by handler and 
stop when cued.
____ Handler can demonstrate a unique and potentially useful exercise which 
he has taught the dog
