Letterboxing 2:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
_____ Handler and dog have earned the level 1 letterboxing badge and have all the 
knowledge and skills required for that badge.
_____ Handler and dog have interpreted clues to find a total of 20 letterboxes (including 
those from level 1) in at least 7 different areas/parks (separated by driving 
distance.)
_____ Handler has included copies of the 15 new stamps he/she has collected along with 
the names and locations of the letterboxes.

_____  Handler and dog have placed a total of 5 boxes (including the one from level 1) 
and submitted clues to the letterboxing website for listing.  Copies of these clues and stamps are enclosed for verification. If boxes are placed at camp, clues are typed into the computer in the lodge and saved in the “clues” folder.
_____  One of the placed boxes includes a hand carved stamp and handler has enclosed a copy of that stamp for verification.
