Criteria for Obedience (shaping) Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Naked Dog Obedience Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog basic obedience, using shaping and operant conditioning.  
Dog Requirements:  The dog can perform 5 behaviors in a row from 5 feet away using only one cue (must perform on the first cue).  The dog can heel for 10 strides with no mistakes and no corrections, by “choosing to heel.”  The dog can perform basic control exercises (taught with positive reinforcement).
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands the concept of operant conditioning and shaping.  Handler understands how to teach the various basic obedience exercises using positive reinforcement. Handler has to have trained the dog at least one NEW behavior using operant conditioning.  Keep safety and the physical and mental well-being of his or her dog as a top priority. 

Equipment Needed:  An area in which to check out the Scout and handler are all that is needed.

Allowable: 

Trying again at a later time.

Wearing a collar (the dog doesn’t have to be completely naked!)
Not Allowable:



Using a leash.





Using food during the obedience or new behavior demonstration. 



Mistakes.  Dog must perform each of the 5 behaviors (handler’s choice) on the first cue, one after the other, from 5 feet away.  If the dog fails to correctly respond to ONE thing on the FIRST cue, you need to work on it further.



Demonstrating any behaviors where punishment has been used as a primary tool to get the behavior.
