Rally  Obedience 2 
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
___ Handler understands the basic rules of Rally II Obedience based on NQ 
and major point deductions list available for this badge.  Off leash exercise, handler can pat leg and clap to encourage dog and can touch the dog for the stand only.
___ Dog will perform exercises of a Rally II course which can include signs 
from any Rally venue.  NOTE: handler can touch the dog for the stand and may pose the dog as in the show ring then more around the dog for the Rally II exercise).
____ Handler takes proper precautions for their dog when teaching/performing 
jumping exercises. (Do not jump young dogs until growth plates are closed, care is taken when teaching the jump if using a leash so the leash does not get wrapped around the jump. Use a call over the jump with a leash through the jump rather than trying to jump with the leash over the jump).
___ Dog demonstrates and understanding of heel position and will choose to 
remain in heel position (not straying farther than arms length for most of the course) while off leash with direction changes used in Rally II Obedience.
___Dog will remain in heel position (based on criteria above) for speed 
changes (slow, normal and fast).

___ Dog and handler can negotiate the exercises for a Rally II course design 
with 3 or less re-tries per course.
___ Handler does not use force or harsh corrections or threatening cues
