Activity check-off sheet

Retrieve:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
Dumbbell used must be plastic, wood or metal as used in obedience competitions
Handler:

___ Understands the concept of operant conditioning

___ Understands how to pair the secondary reinforcer (click) with the primary reinforcer (treat) 

___ Has bridged the click or reward marker
___ Understands the concept of shaping behavior

___ Knows the proper size dumbbell for his/her dog for obedience competition

___ Has “shaped” the dog to hold the dumbbell in his mouth

___ Has taught the dog to walk with the dumbbell in his mouth

___ Has taught the dog to release the dumbbell into handler’s hand on cue

___ Dog will take dumbbell from handler’s hand on cue, hold the dumbbell in 
his/her mouth, and release dumbbell to hand on cue.

___ Dog will choose to wait at handler’s side when cued while the handler 
throws the dumbbell at least six feet away. Dog goes to the dumbbell on cue, picks up the dumbbell correctly (in the center), returns directly to the handler (close enough for handler to touch dumbbell), sit and hold the dumbbell and then releases the dumbbell into handler’s hand on cue.

___ Dog will wait at handler’s side while someone else places the dumbbell at 
least six feet from dog. Dog will then go to the dumbbell when cued, pick up the dumbbell, return directly to the handler (close enough for handler to touch dumbbell), sit and hold the dumbbell and then release the dumbbell into the handler’s hand when cued.
