Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Scent Discrimination and Drug Detection Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog to detect a particular substance on cue, and indicate the find to the handler.
Dog Requirements:  Dog can discriminate the target scent and find a hidden giftie amidst distractions in a new area.  Dog will perform a “leave-it!”
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands how scent works, and has taught his dog with positive reinforcement to seek the desired scent, and to indicate by scratching or sitting.
Equipment Needed:  Gifties (scent-laden towels or tug toys used to teach dogs to find the scent), and an area in which to hide the giftie for the dog to find.  If the Scout Evaluator is also teaching the course, pseudo chemicals will need to be obtained, so that the students can legally participate in drug detection.

Allowable: 

Another form of indication (barking, lying down, whatever).
Use of pseudo-scents.

Use of any substance with a distinctive smell (petroleum product, spice, mold, insects)
