Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Scent Hurdle Racing Badge

This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog the basics of Scent Hurdle Racing, using backward chaining.  The must be able to jump the four jumps, perform scent discrimination, and retrieve the correct dumbbell back over the four jumps without barriers.

Dog Requirements:  Dog performs sequenced jumping, scenting box, fetching and heading over all four jumps with the dumbbell in his or her mouth.  Dog must run a regulation course with jumps 10 feet apart, box 15 feet from the last jump and starting line 6 feet from first jump.
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands the basics and the rules of competition.   Handler is capable of releasing his or her dog, getting the dog to complete the course (without help, except verbal encouragement), and receive/catch the dog at the finish.  The handler can control his dog’s actions (not running after other dogs, or running back to the box, not coming when called).  Owner should understand the dynamics and traffic flow of passing, but does not have to perform passing to earn the badge.
Equipment needed:  4 flyball jumps; 4 or more color-coded dumbbells; sectioned holding board; someone to place the scented articles/turn the board between dog runs.

Allowable: 

All dogs can jump the minimum height of 8”, as they would if they had a small dog on their team.

Not Allowable:

Completing the jump without the scent discrimination or the scent work without the jumps.


Running along side the jumps (as in agility) to get the dog to complete the course.


Using something other than a dumbbell (like a toy, etc.)



Dogs must not run dragging a leash at any time.



Spitting out the dumbbell before crossing the finish line.
