Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Sign for Dogs Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog to respond to certain signed, visual cues without the use of voice, and that the handler has learned several signs for conveying information to the dog.
Dog Requirements:  Dog will perform behavior requested, or react to signs given with appropriate behavior (as in, looks at treat bag when “cookie” is signed, or perks ears up when reward marker is signed).
Owner Requirements:  Owner must learn all of the signs in the booklet, and select 6 from the sign language list and 4 from the hand signals list, totaling 10 signs all together that the dog must be taught to understand.
Equipment Needed:  None needed for checkout.  If Scout Evaluator is teaching the course, the booklet showing the signs and how to do them should be used in addition to demonstrating the signs.

Not Allowable:

Using a food lure during the performance.  



Any use of voice or gestures that are not part of the sign or signal.
